Introduction 
The purpose of this Annual Report is to summarize the activities, initiatives, and accomplishments of 
the Cambridge CAP during the 2010 Calendar Year.  The report is intended to inform tax payers, 
officials, and all interested parties by providing operating information.  In an effort to maintain 
transparency and accountability the CAP produces an Annual Report, in addition to a yearly 
presentation to the Cambridge School District Board of Education.  
 
Budget 
The CAP is funded by program fees, grants, donations, and tax support through the Cambridge School 
District.  In 2010, the CAP expanded our before and after school care program, CAP CARE, to include 
hours for 4 year old kindergarten students.  As a first year program, we are running 4K CAP CARE 
with low enrollment in hopes to build the program for next year.  A budget summary can be found on

AEDs have become a standard 
piece of emergency medical equipment, and it is a goal of the CAP to provide their participants 
with the safest experience possible.  Due to the generosity of the Foundation, an AED is now 
available at the Cambridge Area Community Pool, Ripley Park, and the Nikolay Middle School 
baseball diamonds. The CAP is committed to participant safety, and has ensured that staff is 
properly trained in First Aid, CPR and AED usage.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Program Participation and Highlights  
 
Adult Athletic  
In 2010 the CAP offered many different activities to keep Cambridge adults active.  We once again 

partnered with Lake Ripley Lanes to offer spring, summer and 
fall volleyball leagues at their outdoor sand court.  A total of 37 
teams took on the challenge of volleyball this year.  Additionally, 
the CAP ran two, ten week seasons of Men’s Basketball.  The 
first season had six teams participate and the second season had 
five teams.  CAP fitness classes and personal training have also 
flourished in 2010.  With an increased focus on health and 
fitness, many community members are taking advantage of local 
aerobic classes.  Additionally, the CAP has expanded its Active 
Adults Exercise class due to requests from the nine regular 
participants and now offers this program three times per week.       
 

Adult Enrichment  
Continued education and learning is a great way to keep the mind active.  The CAP offers life long 
learning opportunities for adults including: pottery, Ladies Day Away, Writer’s Support Group, and 
computer, financial, weight loss and stress relieving courses.  Both Ladies Day Away and the Writers 
Support Group continue to see steady participation numbers.        
 
Actively Aging  
The CAP offers weekly excitement for community members ages 55 or better.  Every Thursday offers 
cards, bingo, a luncheon, or a movie.  The senior luncheon program continues to be supported by the 

Cambridge Foundation.  In 2010 the 
Cambridge Foundation granted the 

CAP $4,500 to sustain this program.  
The Thursday luncheons average 37 

participants per luncheon.  The 
Foundation once again supported a 

community-wide senior appreciation 
luncheon at Ripley Park where over 

100 community members were 
treated to a grill out and 

entertainment from members of the 
UW marching band.

Youth Enrichment Programs 
In 2010 the CAP offered a variety of enrichment based programming for youth, including art classes, 
violin and piano lessons, a boating safety course, the Blue Jay Choir, and American Red Cross 
Babysitting courses.  A total of 72 youth participated in these different programs, including 22 youth 
who received their Red Cross Babysitting Certification and 14 who were trained in boating safety.  The 
Blue Jay Choir was a new addition to the CAP youth offerings this fall.  The CES music teacher, 
Ashley Erickson, approached the CAP in regards to offering a community youth choir.  The choir has 
had 24 participants and has performed at a number of community and school based functions. 
 
HSAP   
On Saturday, February 13, the Cambridge High School Student Council 
and the High School Activities Program cooperatively held a Winter 
Carnival and Dance.  The carnival was held for high school students, and 
provided a variety of activities such as a bungee run, Wii, and a deejay for 
dancing. In addition, a raffle was held with many great prizes.  The 
carnival served as a fundraiser for the cause Pennies for Patients. 
Thousands of schools nationwide participate in the annual fundraising 
effort, raising money with hopes of curing leukemia and other blood-
related cancers.  During the two week campaign the students raised a total 
of $2,915.64! 
 
The HSAP also provided post-homecoming food and entertainment for students with the financial 
support of the Cambridge PTO.  Students were entertained by Cheryl the Hypnotist.   
 
Preschool Program 
The CAP continues to see participation numbers increase in the preschool programs.  One of the most 
popular programs continues to be Start Smart, a program designed to 
introduce parents and children to organized sports.  A total of 110 parents 
and children participated in Start Smart Sports Development and Soccer.  

New this fall, the CAP began the First Friends 
drop in program.  The program is housed at 
the Cambridge Elementary in the family room 
and allows for parents to drop off their 
preschool aged children for a chance to learn, 
explore, share and create with certified 
teacher, Kristin Stockwell.  A total of 9 
children have participated in this new program.  Additionally, CAP 
continues to offer free open gym time to tots and parents on Wednesdays 

at the NMS Historical Auditorium. 
 
Trips 
2010 brought a dramatic decline in attendance on trips offered.  
Sixty-five percent of the trips offered did not run due to low 
enrollment.  The current economic conditions are believed to be a 
contributing factor to this decline.  A total of 205 participants 
enjoyed CAP trips such as:  Shrek the Musical, the Lion King, 
Disney on Ice, the Kalahari, Skiing, Paintball, Rock Climbing and 
Bounce U this year.      



 
 
The Cambridge CAP offers a before and after school program, which operates out of rooms 130 and 
131 at the Cambridge Elementary School.  CAP CARE 
offers many learning experiences for the children.  We 
have multiple "clubs" that meet several times a month 
during CAP CARE hours, including Science, Cooking 
and Homework clubs.  In Science club children become 
little scientists with hands on activities.  In 2010 they 
experimented with Magic Ice and made their own slime.  
Cooking Club is a new club in which children have the 
opportunity to prepare a fun and easy recipe they get to 
enjoy the next day during snack.  The Homework club 
allows children to earn points for beginning homework 
right after snack, working hard, helping others, 
completing their homework, reading, and working on 
CAP CARE's Fun Work.  Every two months the top 5 
children with the most points are awarded with an 
incentive party.  Children have enjoyed ice cream socials, pizza and movie parties.   
  

 
CAP CARE also offers many opportunities for children 
to be active, creative, and discover nature.  Every 
Wednesday is Game Day Wednesday where staff chooses 
new games for the children to have fun, get active and 
play in the Cambridge Elementary gymnasium.  Some 
recent games include Popper Tag, Sock Wars, and Stuck 
in the Mud.  In the Spring and summer months, children 
are able to try their green thumbs in planting, weeding 
and harvesting crops in our very own garden located on 
school grounds.   
 
Additionally, CAP CARE plans multiple crafts each 
week that are based off our monthly themes.  Previous 
themes include Under the Sea, Fall Friends and Books, Books, Books!  
Each month’s theme is different to keep the children intrigued and 
motivated to explore the world around them.

The Cambridge CAP Youth Center is housed in the Nikolay Middle School and offers youth grades 5-
8 a free, safe, and positive environment.  In 2010 the Youth Center was open 171 days and averaged 27 
youth daily.  Additionally, 59% of eligible youth attended the youth center at least once in 2010.  The 
Youth Center continues to offer a free, healthy snack to all who attend the youth center.   
 
The Youth Center hosted five dances in 2010 with an average of approximately 60 youth at each 
dance.  Additionally, the Youth Center staff planned the Party Like a Rock Star event for Cambridge 
Middle School students.  This dance is the same night as the high school Homecoming Dance, and 
gives the Middle School students a chance to close out the fun week of events.  Students who attend 
are encouraged to dress in rock star fashion, and there are Wii Guitar Hero competitions, air guitar 
contests, concessions, and more. This dance had close to 100 students in attendance.   
 
 
The Youth Center relies on donations, fundraising efforts, and funding from United Way and Dane 
County.  In 2010 the Youth 
Center received $8,645 
from Dane County Human 
Services and $8,863 from 
United Way of Dane 
County.  In addition the 
Youth Center received 
donations from area 
individuals and 
organizations including the 
Cambridge Lions Club, Village of Cambridge and area churches. � 
  
Homework Club 
In 2010 the Youth Center had 55 students participate in the Homework Club. Students earn points for 
completing their homework at school or for working on it at the Youth Center. Once they earn enough 
points, they can cash them in for rewards such as treats or prizes, admission for dances, or trips to the 
movies.

A new program offered this summer was Youth Volunteer Camp.  The camp had only 5 youth 
participate, but it was an extremely successful camp that will become an annual camp for middle 
school age youth. Participants volunteered their time at sites in the Madison area including the 
Community Action Coalition and the Second Harvest Food Bank. Camp participants spent several 
hours within our own community volunteering at the Severson Learning Center, the Food Pantry, 
Ripley Park, CAP Care Day Camp, and Senior Bingo. The campers put in about 15 hours of volunteer 
time throughout the week and were rewarded for their hard work with bowling, swimming, and a 
cookout.

Touch-a-truck and Bike Rodeo 
On Saturday, May 8 many community members braved the 
weather for the ever popular Touch-a-truck and Bike Rodeo 
event.  The 8th annual event brought families together to 
explore many vehicles up close and hands on, learn about bike 
safety and receive a new free bike helmet, and try their hand 
at winning a new bike!   
 
 

Little League Opening Day and Field Dedication 
On Saturday, May 22 the CAP celebrated Little League’s home opener 
with a ceremony to recognize the hard work and commitment of local 
individuals and businesses to improve the baseball facilities.  During 
the winter of 2008-09, a parent’s suggestion and monetary donation 
started the process of constructing a concession stand for use at the 
Nikolay Middle School baseball diamonds. With many community 
members generously donating materials, the stand was built by Mr. 
Wolf’s high school construction class. In addition to the new concession stand, numerous 
improvements were made to the actual fields over the past four years. Completed enhancements 
include realignment of all three diamonds, new baseline fences, backstop overhangs, removable home 

run fences, baseball field mix, and team benches.  While tangible 
products were purchased, much of the work was done by parents 
and other community volunteers.  A brief ceremony was held to 
unveil two large plaques acknowledging the many sponsors, 
volunteers, and parents that have contributed to the concession 
stand and field upgrades.

Wellness Expo

Together with the Dane County Sheriff’s Office, the Cambridge High 
School Girls Basketball team, and the Cambridge Fire Department, 
CAP hosted the annual Breakfast with Santa.  Attendance was at a 
record high this year, with over 225 people attending.  All of the 
proceeds from the event are used to purchase Christmas gifts for 
underprivileged children in the Cambridge School District; this year 
15 children were adopted by the program.  Additionally, the CAP 
reached out to local community members and organizations to adopt 
an additional 60 children.  Each child adopted through the program, 
received items off of their Christmas wish list, totaling a $50 gift.

The Cambridge CAP continues to partner with the Cambridge Foundation to manage operations of 
Ripley Park.  The Park, located on the west shore of Lake Ripley, is an 18 acre park privately owned 
by the Cambridge Foundation.  In 2010 several improvements were made to Ripley Park, including:  
painting of all park buildings and the inside of the bathhouse, installing of a “Cambridge” yellow and 
blue umbrella, painting of all picnic tables, and construction of a new gatehouse began. A new lawn 
mower was also purchased by the Cambridge Foundation for use at Ripley Park.

The Cambridge CAP manages the Cambridge Food Pantry and Resource Center, located in the 
Nikolay Middle School.  Cambridge Food Pantry served 144 different families in the Cambridge 
School District in 2010.  The table below illustrates the number of the individuals served each month: 

 
The Pantry is staffed twenty hours a week by Pantry Director, Wanda Pleshek.  Wanda coordinates all 
food orders and deliveries, client resources and volunteers.  New this summer, Wanda worked with the 
School District to create a Pantry Garden at the Severson Learning Center.  Roughly 30 dedicated 
gardeners took ownership of the project and over 3,000 lbs of produce was harvested for pantry clients.  
To date Wanda has coordinated over 125 volunteers at the Pantry and the Food Pantry Garden. 
 
Additionally, the Pantry in partnership with the Department of Workforce Development is a 
WorkSmart Access Point.  The program enables clients to set up a one hour time slot with a trained 
volunteer who can assist them in finding valuable resources such as: Badger Care, housing, Food Share 
employment opportunities, etc.     
 
The Cambridge Food Pantry and Resource Center continues to be generously supported by the 
Cambridge community and the Cambridge Foundation.  The Pantry received over $55,000 in monetary 
donations from grants and donations from individuals, community organizations and churches which is 
utilized to purchase food, supplies and staff the Pantry.
