Youth Center Rules 

• Respect the staff, equipment, building, and peers. 

• Sign in when you arrive and sign out when you leave. 

• If you leave you may not be allowed back in.  You may be allowed back in if your parents talk to the staff. 

• School appropriate behavior is expected.   

• Only use appropriate language.   

• No wandering in the NMS beyond the Youth Center boundaries; this may result in additional disciplinary actions 

from the middle school principal. 

• Unruly, physically aggressive, or dangerous behavior is unacceptable.   

• Anyone in possession of improper or illegal substances will be subject to disciplinary and/or legal actions.   

• No bullying.   

• Inappropriate expressions of affection will not be permitted.   

• Absolutely no food, gum, or beverages in the gym.   

• Snacks and refreshments may only be consumed at designated tables.   

• Clean up after yourself.   

 

 

Consequences 

*Two warnings from staff in one day will result in a one week suspension from all Youth Center Programs. 

* Disrespect to staff may result in immediate suspension from the Youth Center without warning.

* Further Suspensions – 1 Year and/or suspension from all Community Activities Programs.  Student must also
